ORDERED that the plan of the above named debtor, dated or the

last amended plan of the debtor be and it is hereby confirmed.

ORDERED that to the extent that Section 7 of the debtor’s plan contains motions to avoid judicial

liens under 11 U.S.C. Section 522(f) and/or to avoid liens and reclassify claimsin whole or in part,

such motions are hereby granted, except as specified herein:

ORDERED that the debtor shall pay the Standing Trustee the sum of $ fora
period of months beginning immediately, which payment shall include commission

and expenses of the Standing Trustee in accordance with 28 U.S.C. 8586; and it is further

ORDERED that the attorney for the debtor shall prepare and serve a Wage Order upon the
debtor’s employer for the Chapter 13 plan payments; and it is further

ORDERED that the debtor’s attorney is allowed afee of $ . The unpaid balance
of the alowed fee in the amount of $ shall be paid to said attorney through the
Chapter 13 plan by the Standing Trustee; and it is further

ORDERED that should the debtor fail to make plan payments for a period of more than 30 days,
the Standing Trustee may file, with the Court and serve upon the Debtor, and Debtor's Counsel, a
Certification of Non-Receipt of Payment and request that the debtor's case be dismissed. The
debtor shall have five days within which to file with the Court and serve upon the Trustee a

written objection to such Certification.
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a ORDERED that the Standing Trustee is authorized to pay post-petition claims filed
pursuant to 11 U.S.C. Section 1305 (&), in the amount filed by the post-petition claimant, and it is
further

a ORDERED that the Standing Trustee is not authorized to pay post-petition claims filed

pursuant to 11 U.S.C. Section 1305(a).

ORDERED that upon completion of the plan, affected secured creditors shall take all steps

necessary to remove of record any lien or portion of any lien discharged
